The ShakeOut drill is scheduled for 10 a.m., Thurs-
day, Nov. 13, and will be the largest earthquake
preparedness exercise ever attempted.  Watch
for this in the news soon; the website is http://
www.shakeout.org.

We who have spent most of our professional lives
with the International Conference of Building Of-
ficials (ICBO) and the Evaluation Reports (ER)
from ICBO Evaluation Service (ES) became com-
fortable with the acceptance of these products
when they were accompanied by an ER.  Now
with the 2006 IBC, the ICC ES ERs are NOT
APPROVALS, they are information for the build-
ing official (BO) who determines whether the prod-
uct complies with the IBC. Does the building offi-
cial realize that the responsibility is solely on him
or her? Is the BO capable of performing this task?
Does the engineer of record know this and is the
engineer of record capable of performing this
task?

ICC ES is seeking input into the criteria develop-
ment items I have discussed the past couple of
months. If you go to the ICC ES website http://
www. icc -es .o rg /Cr i te r ia_Deve lopment /
balloted.shtml and then click on the “MISC1” link
you can read the letter describing their request. I
am afraid that since they are cutting off accep-
tance of comments on Sept. 15, you may not get
to comment, but this is a good site to refer to.
Please read the ICC ES letter. This is the site
where the Acceptance Criteria gets developed and
discussed prior to all of us having to live with it,
so if you do not comment and participate we will
get stuck with things we do not like.

I want our members to know that the ICC ES and
their ERs are not the ICBO ES ERs and that be-
fore using a premanufactured item with an evalu-
ation report ask a lot of questions, my recom-
mendation is that each engineer completely un-
derstand the testing, the results of that testing
and how that testing translates to the information
in the ER. That engineer should also understand
how the testing compares with non-
premanufactured item and how the capacities,

limitation and restriction descriptions of the
manufacturer’s products compare with the un-
derlying assumptions of non-manufactured.  The
lofty City of Los Angeles Research Reports (RR)
do not check the products for a simple compli-
ance with the laws of statics.

For those manufacturers that state that their
product complies with the 2006 IBC, you should
also check the ICC ES website for their position
on product use with the 2006 IBC.  You should
also know more about that product than what is
in their brochure; look at the ER that is being
used to state compliance with the 2006 IBC.  You
should read and understand the AC used for
their testing and try to look at the testing results.
It would appear that the use of these products
at this point is “AT YOUR OWN RISK”.

Within the last couple of months an ASTM Com-
mittee has proposed that the ASTM standard
for inspection for construction exclude the engi-
neer of record and the building owner, due to
possible conflicts of interest. This would appear
to be promoting the practice that inspection ser-
vices or testing labs be the only acceptable par-
ties to inspection the construction of buildings
for compliance with the building code and the
design drawings. SEAOSC wrote a letter in op-
position to the committee and to everyone else
who would listen, as well as to the other mem-
ber organizations of SEAOC and to SEAOC it-
self. A copy of the letter has been included in
this newsletter.

Structural engineers are now being asked for
more input. The National Council of Examiners
for Engineering and Surveying (NCEES) have
put a PAKS questionnaire online for the new
national 16-hour S.E. Exam. Greg Brandow, the
S.E. on the California Board of Professional
Engineers and Land Surveyors (CBPELS), has
asked all SEAOC members to answer the ques-
tionnaire. This may be the California 16-hour
exam in the future. Now is the time to provide
your input and comments. You can access the

Lucy A. Arendt, Ph.D., University of Wisconsin,
Green Bay,  is one of several researchers involved
in a collaborative project known as NEES TIPS,
or Tools for Isolation and Protective Systems. The
project is part of the National Science Foundation’s
George Brown Jr. Network for Earthquake Engi-
neering Simulation program.

Although the U.S. once led the development and
application of seismic isolation, Japan currently
boasts more than 3,000 seismically-isolated build-
ings, while the U.S. has fewer than 100. In order
to better understand why seismic isolation tech-
nology has not been widely adopted in the U.S.,
Arendt has developed an online survey. The
survey’s goal is to determine the extent to which
different stakeholders have different opinions
about the challenges associated with seismic iso-
lation and the means to address those challenges.

Arendt invites SEAOSC members to complete the
online survey, which should take no more than 15
minutes. The survey is available at: http://
tinyurl.com/NEES-TIPS. It is not intended solely
for those who have experience with seismic iso-
lation technology or for those who have positive
opinions about seismic isolation technology. In
fact, the survey’s results will be most useful if they
accurately reflect the full range of knowledge and
opinions about seismic isolation technology.  All
survey responses are confidential. The survey
should be completed as soon as possible .  Ag-
