SEAOQC is pleased to announce this year's Nabih Youssef Younger Member Poster Session Grant. The grant is funded by a
generous donation from Mr. Nabih Youssef. The objective of the grant is to encourage our younger members to participate in the
annual convention and SEAOC activities in general.

Five grants will be awarded from entries submitted for a poster board design competition. We encourage younger members to
participate in our call for poster boards. In addition to receiving a grant, winners will have their poster boards displayed at this
year's convention, being held at The Hyatt Grand Champions, Palm Desert. Details of the poster board competition are as follows.

TOPIC: Any interesting or informative structural engineering project whether under design, in construction, or already built.

ELIGIBILITY:  All current members of SEAOC, age thirty-five (35) years and younger.

AWARDEES: One (1) representative each from SEAONC, SEAOSC, SEAOCC, and SEAOSD, and one (1) at large
representative, five (5) total.

GRANT: Winners will be awarded: Full YM Registration ($400) and up to $600 towards their accommodations and travel to

and from the convention.

Interested younger members should submit a brief abstract (300 words or less) describing the project and either a 8%2"x11" or
11"x17” sketch of their poster board layout via e-mail on or before August 4th to YM@convention.seaoc.org Abstract and sketch
should be submitted in portable document format (PDF). The convention Technical and Younger Members Committees will review
the abstracts and sketches. Grant recipients will be notified by August 14 by e-mail.

The following guidelines have been prepared to assist you in the preparation of your Poster Board. Examples of last year's YM

POSTER BOARD GUIDELINES HOUSEKEEPING

Construct board from ¥4" foam-core (or similar) of dimensions 24" x 36".
Organize the board so the information reads horizontally, landscape style
24" tall x 36" wide.

The grant recipient is responsible for
getting the poster board to the
convention, displaying it at the poster
session(s), and removing it from view
after the convention is over

At a minimum, include all of the following information on the front of the display
board:
a. Name of project
b. Include the names of the Structural Engineer, Architect, and
Owner/Client. Include additional credits as appropriate.
c. Wording along the bottom of the board: “SEAOC 2010 Nabih Youssef
Younger Member Poster Session”.

When Checking in at the SEAOC
convention registration table let the staff
know you have a poster board to display,
so they can assist you.

Poster Board Display Easels will be
provided by SEAOC at the hotel.

The design of the board is up to you, but the preference is for relatively conservative
lettering type. The quality of the presentation should be of the highest standards.
Color is optional. The board layout must be two-dimensional, with no “pop-outs”,
three-dimensional elements, or electronic construction. Use only one side and do
not extend any portion of the design or display beyond the 24" x 36" board.

Next NCSEA Webinar June 8

Understanding and Making Full Use of ASCE 31 and 41
Presented by Chris D. Poland, S.E., FSEAOC, NAE

Buildings respond to earthquakes in a wide variety of ways, but
always within the same patterns. The design guidelines for new
buildings are set to achieve acceptable safety. The code uses the
base shear to achieve the minimum strength required and also
requires specific details of construction to contain the damage
to acceptable levels. It is a prescriptive set of requirements that
carefully balance strength and duciility.

Existing buildings do not have the required balance, but do
often have the ability to survive. ASCE 31 and 41 provide useful
tools to assist design professionals in making that determination,
building-by-building. They provide the ability to judge the
adequacy of the ductility that is available, given the strength that
is present, using a “toolbox” of procedures that can be applied as
appropriate to existing buildings. Included is a systematic process
that defines target performance levels, considers earthquakes of
various sizes, and provides four distinct analysis techniques and
a wide variety of modeling techniques to guide the evaluating
engineer into an appropriate conclusion and, when appropriate,
a rehabilitation program.

This webinar will focus on how to use these tools in a three-
phased approach to evaluation and rehabilitation. A variety of
actual projects will be used as examples to demonstrate how to

Chris Poland is the Chairman
and CEO of Degenkolb Engineers.
His structural engineering career A

earthquake engineering, Mr. Poland routinely participates in
policy-changing research projects sponsored by the NSE, USGS,
NIST and FEMA. As an advocate for seismic safety, he actively
participates in the academic, ethical and social advancement of
his field by taking an active role in public advocacy, participating
in numerous professional associations, leading national advisory
committees overseeing earthquake engineering programs, regularly
publishing technical papers, and presenting his findings in
professional forums. Chris currently presides as Chair of the
congressionally-mandated Advisory Committee on Earthquake
Hazards Reduction for the National Farthquake Hazards Reduction
Program. He also chairs the ASCE Standards Committee on
Seismic Rehabilitation and led the effort needed to produce the
ASCE 31 and ASCE 41 Standards.
